The three-day Abriendo Puertas train the trainer program builds local capacity of parents, service 
providers and community members to become facilitators in delivering the program to parents in their 
communities.  The curriculum is an evidence-based parenting, leadership, and advocacy training 
program, centered on the cultural values, strengths, and experiences of Latino families and uses popular 
education and folk wisdom. This approach engages parents at a very personal level and results in 
transformative learning. Developed for and by Latino parents, the ten session program  is based on the 
premise that enhancing parenting skills early in a child’s life leads to economic and societal benefits. 
Giving parents the knowledge, tools, and support early on can greatly enhance their ability to guide their 
children academically, support their social and emotional development, and promote good health. 
Parents are their child’s first teacher and their home is their child’s first school.

Nearly all (97 percent) Abriendo Puertas participants reported having an “excellent” experience with the 
overall training. The majority of respondents rated the activities conducted during the trainings as 
“excellent” including the following: Steps to Success (94 percent); building and welcoming environment 
for parents (91 percent); dealing with challenging participants (88 percent); and sharing the AP story with 
their community (85 percent). When asked which activity they could implement immediately based on the 
training, Popular Education was cited most frequently.  However, only slightly more than half of 
participants (61 percent) felt prepared to facilitate the Abriendo Puertas curriculum indicating a need for 
further training. Additionally, to be effective Abriendo Puertas facilitators, participants reported needing 
technical assistance on how to prepare presentations/templates/handouts, collaborations/partnerships, 
and having the continued support from presenters/mentors.

The goal of the Special Needs Inclusion Team is to improve access to and the quality of care that 
children with special needs receive in child care settings and, in turn, improve the quality of care for all 
children.  This year the program offered training and technical assistance on inclusion strategies and 
best practices for caring for children with special needs to more than 400 child care providers, with a 
specific focus on the Teaching Pyramid model.   The Teaching Pyramid is a systematic framework that 
promotes social and emotional development preventing challenging or problematic behaviors in young 
children.  By adapting environments and focusing on supportive relationships, this model aims to 
improve the quality of care for all children, resulting in reduced number of child referrals and  challenging 
behaviors.   The SNIT program also launched an online ASQ and ASQ:SE, connecting children to 
resources and supports based on the results of the parent-completed questionnaire(s).

F5FC’s mixed method evaluation approach outlined in FY1314 will continue to provide useful data to 
assess the overall outcomes for children and their families.  The evaluation questions for FY1415 were: 
1) Are programs serving the children and families most in need? 2) What are the durable outcomes to 
the lives of participating children and their families? 3) What practices do parents and children engage in 
that have lasting positive effects on achievement through the 3rd grade? 4) To what extent has F5FC 
increased the organizational capacity of service providers to promote and sustain outcomes for children 
and their families lives? 5) In what ways has F5FC served as a catalyst, advocate, and change agent for 
positive system and community changes that benefit children and families? 6) How have parents used 
and advocated for services that give their children the best start possible? To answer these questions, 
the evaluation methods for FY1415 are described below.

-School Readiness Study: A five-year longitudinal study that follows preschool aged children who are 
scheduled to enter Kindergarten in Fall 2014 and representative of participants in F5FC services. This 
cohort will be followed through the 3rd grade to assess the link between early childhood experiences and 
academic success in school through the 3rd grade. This will be instrumental in providing support for the 
impact of early childhood and school readiness services on children’s later school achievement. A 
comparison group will be introduced into the study at the first grade. Multiple research instruments and 
databases are used including interviews with parents, preschool/kindergarten survey, Persimmony client 
level data, KSEP data, and secondary school district data. FY1415 marks the second year of the study 
with parents completing their second interview, continuing to track client level data in Persimmony, and 
the first year of KSEP data.

-Service Provider Survey & Levels of Collaboration Scale. The second year of the survey was completed 
by all funded agencies and selected non-funded agencies in Fresno County serving young children and 
their families. The survey gathered data on service provider’s view of the nature of collaboration and 
coordination, their opinions about F5FC activities, and linkages in the funded and non-funded network 
where more collaboration would be beneficial and may help identify potential new partnering 
arrangements for F5FC. The data obtained from this survey helped determine the extent to which F5FC 
is serving as a community catalyst for an improved system of services. 

-Policy Tracker: Developed a Theory of Change to guide policy evaluation activities. Methodologies 
included: Bellwether interviews conducted with key stakeholders to assess the impact of F5FC within the 
broader policy landscape, and policy tracking to document the movement of target policy/advocacy 
efforts that improve the outcomes for children and families.

-Photovoice: Focused on the home visitation services, explored families’ perspectives on the benefits 
funded services have on children and families. Parents shared and reflected on their experiences with 
other families, service providers, and the community. 

-Client Data: Demographic and service provision data was gathered by service providers and entered 
into Persimmony International Database. The data was monitored and cleaned to ensure highest quality 
and accuracy. Data was analyzed to summarize the clients served by funded service providers and 
services received. 

-Rural Brief: A brief focused on children and families living in rural areas was developed. The brief 
included a demographic profile including ethnic distribution, primary language, high school completion 
rate, and families living under the poverty level. The brief also highlighted F5FC funded efforts to serve 
these families.



Describe the evaluation findings reported during the fiscal year

Annual Report Form 3 (AR-3)
County Evaluation Summary

For Fiscal Year July 1, 2014 - June 30, 2015
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Preliminary findings from the Client Level Data and School Readiness Longitudinal Study are provided 
below. Final reports for all evaluation methods described above will be available January 2016. 

Client Level Data: A total of 4,697 clients were served intensively. There was a decrease in the overall 
number of clients who received services from FY1314. The proportions of children and professionals 
served increased slightly, while the proportion of parents who were served decreased. Early Learning 
and Strong Families services comprised the largest proportion of core client services in FY1415. F5FC 
programs served more Hispanic/Latino clients than any other ethnic group. A greater proportion of Black 
and Asian parents were served in FY1415 (8 and 10%) compared to FY1314 (4 and 7%). Over half of 
clients spoke English as their primary language, followed by Spanish. Overwhelmingly more female 
parents and professionals were served. About 1/3 of children received ASQ, ASQ:SE, and/or case 
management services. Developmental referrals and parent-child developmental learning groups were 
the next most common services received by children.  About 1/3 of parents received parent education or 
support, a decrease from FY1314. However, almost ¼ participated in a parent-child developmental 
learning group, which was an increase from 8% in FY1314. Over half of professionals received technical 
assistance and/or attended a workshop or training. A total of 26,558 aggregate services were provided in 
FY1415. Parents received the majority of aggregate services (e.g. referrals, community health events 
and the over 17,000 Welcome Baby Bags to new mothers.).

Year 2 School Readiness Study: In Year 2, 461 parents participated in the study. The following 
respondent demographics are similar to Year 1: Latino (80%); multi-ethnic (8%); white (6%); Spanish-
speaking (62%); 69% from city of Fresno; 26% from rural areas; less than a high school diploma (41%); 
families where only one parent worked outside the home (65%); 35% of families reported incomes of 
less than $15,000 and about 75% reported incomes less than $30,000. The percentage of children read 
to every day increased from 41% to 47%. Parents more frequently engaged in high quality reading 
including: pointing out letters (60% v. 49%), asking child to read with them (57% v. 42%), and talking 
about what happened in the book (74% v. 66%). About 1/3 of parents reported their child reads to 
him/herself daily. Children watched less TV (99 minutes v. 121 minutes). 14% of families have no 
internet access at home. More parents reported that in the last month they’d visited a library (42% v. 
35%). 

Children remain covered by health and dental insurances at near universal rates. 91% of children had 
been to a dentist in the past year (compared to 79% in Year 1). 74% of children had hearing and vision 
tests in the last year compared to 59% Year 1. 64% of children in both years received a developmental 
or behavior screening. 22% of children were diagnosed with a developmental challenge or delay. Most 
commonly these included speech impairment (81%), behavior challenges (29%), and developmental 
delays (29%). While the number of service types received stayed about the same between the two 
years, children in Year 2 received 24 hours of services a month for their special needs compared to 17 
hours in Year 1. Most commonly these services included speech therapy (73%), parent support or 
training (47%), and home visits (45%). 

Fewer families reported that they had run out of money for food at some point in the year (37% v. 43%). 
However, more families reported that in the last year, adults had cut their portion sizes or skipped meals 
(25% v. 19%); of these families 17% reported this happened every month and an additional 39% 
reported this happened more than one or two times a year. Fewer parents this year reported that crime 
caused them to limit the places they go alone or with their children (27% compared to 32%).
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Based on evaluation findings from Harder+Company, F5FC moved forward with the following:
-Stayed on course with regularly convening service providers. Results from the Service Provider Survey 
and Social Network Analysis demonstrated the importance of strengthening collaborations among 
funded and non-funded service providers in Fresno County to improve the system of care for children 
and families. Service providers noted the need for networking with providers that provide similar services 
and those they can refer clients to. 
-Third-grade reading remains the cornerstone of the Strategic Plan. The review of the Strategic Plan 
reinforced the importance of improving third-grade reading. The School Readiness Study provides initial 
data to assess the link between early childhood experiences and academic success. The Strategic Plan 
review also helped maximize the Lighthouse for Children’s space for the Community Learning Center. It 
identified opportunities to leverage and offer a range of services across a continuum of care ranging from 
promotion to treatment.  F5FC learned about the importance of developing long term goals and vision for 
their investments that cultivate community interest and commitment to advance the commission’s work.  
For example, the Birth-to-3rd Grade Challenge Grant is a multi-year investment in local school districts to 
establish a continuum of learning and support for children and families starting at or before birth, 
resulting in significant improvements in reading proficiency and other educational and health indicators 
by the time children reach the 3rd grade.  
-Implementation of the Rural Needs Assessment. F5FC was interested in exploring the needs of children 
and families living in rural regions of Fresno County. The evaluation team prepared a brief addressing 
this issue and uncovered the scarcity of data on families living in rural areas.  Therefore, a community 
needs assessment will be implemented in the next FY to gather data on these families and further 
understand the capacity of service providers to serve families living in rural areas.
-Conducted a needs assessment to understand the county’s increasing African American infant mortality 
rates.  Data shows that African American infants born in Fresno County are twice as likely to die before 
their first birthday, compared to other ethnic groups.  Based on this research, F5FC partnered with the 
Central Valley Health Policy Institute to conduct a 6-month mixed methods needs assessment to better 
understand the determinants of infant mortality in the community.  Identified risk factors included pre-
term birth, maternal age over 35, maternal stress, low social support, unsafe neighborhoods, and socio-
economic differences in clinic experiences. The results of the assessment were presented at a 
community-based forum to determine next steps for addressing the identified challenges and change the 
odds for Fresno County babies. Recommendations will be further developed next FY.

Mapping Services to Programs 

 
Purpose 
 
The Annual Report provides a summary of statewide expenditures and services. 
Counties must submit expenditure information and assign persons served to a Service 
category within a Result Area. This provides financial and demographic information 
within the common structure of Results and Services, allowing stakeholders to clearly 
see how resources are allocated and spent. Some programs provide multiple services 
supporting one or more Result Area(s). This document provides two options to help 
counties determine the best method for reporting expenditures and persons served: 
 

1. Allocate to the Service category that represents the primary Result Area of the 
program 

2. Allocate to multiple Service categories that represent the array of program 
Results Areas 

 
Option 1: Primary Result Criteria 
 
Use the following criteria to determine whether to use the Primary Result option to 
capture persons served and expenditure data: 
 

• The assignment of funds or individuals does not significantly change the picture 
of funded services statewide 

• The program is a proportionately small percentage of county expenditures and/or 
relatively small in comparison to other programs 

• The effort associated with allocating expenditures across multiple services is not 
reasonable considering the size of the program in relation to other county 
programs 

• The program’s reporting capacity or the data collection system does not 
reasonably allow for allocation of expenditures or persons served between Result 
Areas or services for that specific program 

• Accounting or contract systems do not allow for effective distribution of program 
costs 
 

 
Option 1: Primary Result Examples 
 
The table on the next page provides examples of programs that fit the criteria for 
distributing persons served and expenditures based on the Primary Result option, and 
specifies how to report the data. 
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Program Report 
Example 1 
County commission expends funds for one 
program that provides oral health screening and 
fluoride treatments; it expends funds for a 
separate program that provides medical referrals 
to uninsured children 

Report data for both programs under 
Result – Improved Child Health, Service 
– Oral Health 

Example 2 
County commission expends funds for a home 
visiting program that provides intensive support to 
families at risk of child abuse; the families receive 
instruction in parenting, preventative health care, 
prevention of injury, and provision of basic family 
needs; program analysis shows that all families 
receive the intensive parenting component and 
the other components are not the main focus of 
the program 

Report all data under Result – 
Improved Family Functioning, Service – 
Targeted Intensive Family Support 
Services 

 
Option 2: Multiple Results Criteria 
 
Use the following criteria to determine whether to use the Multiple Results option to 
capture persons served and expenditure data: 
 

• The contract breaks out total expenditures by specific services 
• The contract assigns a level of effort through percentages for work on various 

services 
• Sufficient expenditure and service detail are part of a financial report 
• Providers can provide estimates of percentages of time and resources dedicated 

to different services 
 
Option 2: Multiple Results Examples 
 
The table on the next page provides examples of programs that fit the criteria for 
distributing persons served and expenditures based on the Multiple Results option, and 
specifies how to report the data. 
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Program Report 
Example 1 
County commission expends funds for a 
collaborative partnership (a family resource 
center and multiple service providers) for family 
support services; the contract indicates the dollar 
amount provided to each service provider; the 
service providers report the individuals served by 
their agency 

Each provider’s cost and persons 
served to the appropriate Result 
Area and Service category 

Example 2 
County commission expends funds for a 
family resource center that provides a variety of 
programs; three programs collect service-level 
data on parenting classes, substance abuse 
services, and health insurance enrollment 

Proportionally allocate expenditures 
and persons served based on number of 
services under: 
• Result – Improved Family 

Functioning, Service – General 
Parenting Education and Family 
Support Programs. 

• Result – Improved Family 
Functioning, Service – Targeted 
Intensive Family Support Services 

• Result – Improved Child Health, 
Service – Health Access 

 
Document Your Methodology 
 
First 5 California highly recommends documenting your methodology for distributing 
program persons served and expenditures. Documentation provides the following 
benefits to county commissions and First 5 California: 
 

• Ensures reporting consistency, allowing counties to use the same approach in 
future years 

• Improves accuracy of data 
• Provides an audit trail 

 
First 5 California recommends keeping the following documentation: 
 

• List of programs mapped to each Result/Service 
• Criteria used to determine how each program is mapped 
• Ratio of allocations across multiple Results/Services 
• Resources used for allocation 

 
Note: DO NOT send documentation to First 5 California.
